The Library will continue to host thousands of educational, cultural, social, artistic, and 

community service programs, providing a secure and welcoming environment for everyone. 

Developed in collaboration with the Township of Haverford, this endeavor preserves the Library’s 

original architecture and central location between the Haverford Middle and High Schools, securing 

its status as a vital community asset.

OUR FUTURE LIBRARY | PROJECT HIGHLIGHTS 

o Public space will increase by over 25 percent, 

including a second-floor addition. 

o A new parking lot across the street will nearly 

double the existing on-site spaces. Additionally, 

there are 125-250 on-street parking spaces nearby. 

o A multi-story entrance and modern elevator 

ensures convenient access to all three floors, with 

after-hours access to the new Community Room. 

o The Innovation Zone, a versatile Makerspace for all 

ages, facilitates hands-on projects and advanced 

programming. 
 

o A welcoming Living Room with a fireplace, 

perfect for quiet moments and reading, 

meets the request from senior patrons. 

o Dedicated spaces for young children, 

tweens, and teens allows these groups to 

gather comfortably. 

o Meeting Rooms for community gatherings 

and Study Rooms for small groups and 

collaboration, all supported with technology. 

o Increased public computer access including 

tech zones, laptop bars, ample charging 

outlets, and robust WIFI coverage.
